COMMUNITY CAMPUS GROUP EXERCISE CLASS DESCRIPTIONS

BOLLY-X: The Bollywood Workout is a Bollywood-inspired, dance-fitness program that combines dynamic choreography and intense

workouts.

PRANAYAMA-is a yogic breathing practice that involves controlling and regulating the breath to improve physical and mental well-
being. It's a key component of yoga, often practiced with asanas (postures) and meditation. Techniques can include rapid
diaphragmatic breathing, slow/deep breathing, alternate nostril breathing, and breath holding.
STEP & ABS: Using the Step as a conduit for a great cardio workout, you’ll have fun while working the entire body. Class will also
include abdominal exercises to strengthen the core.
STRONG NATION: combines body weight, muscle conditioning, cardio and plyometric training moves synced to original music that
has been specifically designed to match every single move.
SUNRISE STRENGTH: A full body workout focusing on strength exercises to build muscle and improver stamina and tone
TEEN YOGA: a gentle flow of poses and postures that build strength, promote harmony of body and mind and relieve stress. This
class is just for Teens/Tweens ages 12-18.

TRX Suspension Training -a form of suspension training that uses bodyweight exercises to develop strength, balance, flexibility
and core stability simultaneously. Performed in a circuit-style for optimal fitness and fat burning.

Women on Weights-this class focuses on classic weight-training for proper use of dumbbells, barbells, kettle bells and more. Work
on improving body mechanics, bone-density, strength, and overall well-being. In studies examining the link between exercise and
bone growth, it was found that weight-bearing exercise, such as strength training or weight lifting, may prevent osteoporosis and
